You will be providing content/technology and/or tutoring students in the Province of British Columbia and as a result will become aware of Private and Confidential information related to the Project and to the students you will tutor.

I, _______________________________, am an employee/subcontractor or contributing participant of one of the parties in the ILC , and for good and valuable consideration, (the receipt and sufficiency of which is hereby acknowledged) do agree to maintain all information disclosed to me by the Province (the "Information") in confidence, and will not use, publish, release or disclose or permit to be published, released or disclosed either before or after the expiration or sooner termination of my work on the Project, any information supplied to, obtained by, or which comes to my knowledge as a result of this Project or the Agreement except insofar as such publication, release or disclosure is necessary to enable the ILC to fulfill its obligations under the Agreement.

I acknowledge that the Information that will be disclosed to me regarding the Project, or provided to me in subsequent communications whether in written or oral form, (collectively the "Information") is, by necessity, sensitive and confidential to the Province.  I further acknowledge that some of the Information is proprietary and confidential and disclosure would be detrimental to the government and contrary to the public interest.

Exceptions to my confidentiality obligations are as follows:

(a)
if publication, or disclosure is required by law including, without limitation, the Freedom of Information and Protection of Privacy Act (British Columbia);

(b)
if the Information which has been received by me has been received from another, non confidential source; or

(c)
the Information which has been previously confidential is subsequently publicly disclosed by another means.

I agree that the Province may, with written notice to me, end my access to the Information if I do not adhere to the provisions contained in this Confidentiality Agreement.

5.
Upon the end of my access to the Information, or upon written request and direction by Province, I agree to return to the Province or destroy all Information in my possession as a result of my access within a reasonable time period.

The obligations to maintain confidentiality as described in this agreement are not exhaustive, and are in addition to any obligation of confidentiality owed by me to my employer, contractor, third parties, or under a statute.

The Employee/Contractor/Contributing Participant has read, acknowledges, and understands the provisions of sections 30, 30.1, 30.2, 30.3 and 30.4 of the Freedom of Information and Protection of Privacy Act and agrees, by signature, to adhere to these provisions, and also acknowledges, by this signature, that a breach of those sections could result in the penalties as outlined in section 74 being applied against the Contractor as may be appropriate through process of law.  It is acknowledged that a breach of these sections 30 through 30.4 will also be deemed a breach of this contract and may result in immediate termination.
