The program is provided through Public Libraries and is available for any Grade 4 to 9 English, Social Studies, Math and Science students.

Our volunteers are students who are training to be Elementary or Middle School teachers and are currently attending a University Faculty of Education. Other volunteers will be Grade 11 and 12 students who are completing an approved Peer Tutor Training Course through their School District. We are also accepting applications from interested retired teachers who wish to stay involved with students through this new on-line education environment.
The program in its present form – The “Live” Homework Help and Study Club is a strategic partnership that initially includes the Surrey Public Library, the Surrey Board of Education and the University of British Columbia – Faculty of Education.

Volunteer tutors will be monitored and supervised by their faculty advisors and/or other volunteer administrators. High School students will be provided with credit towards their high school graduation. We are currently exploring the possibility that Teacher Education and PDP candidates will also receive credit for time spent with this on-line volunteer project.
To participate in the program volunteers will require a Windows based PC with High Speed Internet capability and a headset with microphone.
