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Employment Opportunity – Tutors Required

Background Information

The Government of BC through the Virtual School Society and LearnNowBC is sponsoring a certified peer tutor program initiative that features students helping students on-line. (www.learnnowbc.ca) ILC Interactive Learning Corporation has been awarded a contract to provide the Peer Tutors and technology that will facilitate delivery of the program. Grade 12 and Post Secondary students who are currently enrolled in or have graduated through the British Columbia school system are being offered the opportunity to tutor grade 10 to 12 students online from the comfort of their homes.  The subjects requiring tutoring are all Math and Science, courses for Grades 10 to 12. The current assignment continues from October 1, 2011 through to January 31, 2012 with appropriate breaks for statutory holidays.  Successful applicants must be available for a minimum of 4 hours per week Sunday through Thursday evenings from 6 to 10 pm. For new applicants, a minimum of 10 hours of training will be required. Hired tutors will be paid at the rate of $10 per hour.

What would you do as a Tutor?

Using a home PC you would, enter into a virtual space that has a whiteboard and a text message box.  Using these tools and audio, you would help students work through their homework and study concerns.  You would:
· explain using audio and/or text
· draw diagrams and write problems on the whiteboard, erase, use colour and chat as you write and explain
· explain to students how to use the whiteboard tools

How does it work?

· You sign in, activate audio and standby, waiting for students to login
· Students sign in – you communicate either by text message or audio
· They tell you their question, you work through the problem step by step, model it, have them explain what they think and/or correct and instruct.
· You log the student name, type of interaction and topic discussed.
· At the end of each month you will send in your invoice for time and services provided.
· Payment will be made within 15 days of submission of invoice.


How do I qualify?

· You must be either a Grade 12 BC registered student or a Post Secondary student who graduated through the British Columbia school system with above average skills and knowledge in the subject areas that you wish to tutor. You must have an aptitude for explaining concepts. Prior tutoring experience is an asset.

· You must have the following at equipment at your place of residence: a Macintosh or Windows based PC (Vista or Windows 7); the latest version of flash; the latest version of your browser (Internet Explorer, Firefox, Chrome or Safari); high speed Internet; a Skype address; a headset with microphone.  (If necessary, you can purchase one for $15 from BC Tutor)

· You must be prepared to submit a Criminal Record Check document if you are accepted to the program.

· you must be available a minimum of four hours per week. The workdays are Sunday to Thursday from 6 to 10 p.m.

What else should I know?

A number of FTE positions are available.  If you are one of those hired, you should be aware that while you are working on-line:
· Technical support will be available
· The time you logged in and the time you logged off will be recorded
· A teacher mentor will have the capacity to listen in or monitor the session with or without your knowledge.
